When should I apply?  

Applications are accepted anytime, but if you wish to begin in the fall, submit 
all your application materials before July 1. If you wish to begin in the spring, 
submit your materials by October 1.

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Yes! We will help you find and apply for the degree program that is right for you! 
You may continue studying at Finlandia University to earn a degree in 
Business, Nursing, Art & Design, or Liberal Studies. Or, you may choose to 
apply to other universities, including a public university less than three miles 
from Finlandia which offers degrees in Engineering, Science, Math, Computer 
Science, and other fields. 
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ESL Courses:  
Reading I & II: Students read a range of English-language materials, including stories, magazines, and 

newspaper articles. In the second semester, fiction and more challenging academic texts are introduced.
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Grammar I & II: Vocabulary and grammatical structures are taught in context, and students apply what 

they learn in essays and other writing assignments. 
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Writing I & II: These classes help students write more clearly and fluently in English. During the second 

semester, emphasis is placed on academic and business writing.

Oral Communication/Academic Listening & Speaking: The first semester focuses on informal 

conversations and short oral reports. The second semester focus is on academic listening, note-taking, 

and speaking skills. 
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Open Electives: Students may enroll in one regular university-level course with the permission of their 

advisor. Many students take classes such as music, art, drama, or mathematics to supplement their ESL 

courses. 
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Conversation Tutorials: ESL students are paired with American students for weekly conversation 

practice. 
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Cultural Events & Field Trips: Frequent educational field trips to local stores, schools, art centers and 

historical parks are arranged throughout the two-semester program.
