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Finlandia, Michigan Tech Participating
in Reverse Transfer Agreement

Finlandia University and Michigan Technological University are among six
Upper Peninsula of Michigan higher education institutions that have forged a
formal agreement to help students complete a “reverse transfer” associate
degree while working on a bachelor’s degree.

The initiative is designed to benefit Upper Peninsula college students, in
particular.

Students and their families are generally aware that associate degree
credits can be applied toward bachelor degree requirements, but they are not
always familiar with the concept of “reverse transfer,” which applies academic
credits awarded at the baccalaureate level to an unfinished associate degree.

“The associate degree is a valuable credential in the employment market,
both as evidence of job preparation and for career advancement,” said Philip
Johnson, president of Finlandia University. “This option will give students a
degree they can use to enter the workforce while they continue on to a
bachelor’'s degree.”

Glenn D. Mroz, president of Michigan Tech, agreed. “The associate degree
is a valuable asset for our transfer students, and we’re very pleased that their
Michigan Tech coursework will help them earn this initial academic
credential,” he said, “In addition, the reverse transfer program reinforces our
relationship with other Upper Peninsula colleges and universities.”

In addition to Finlandia and Michigan Tech, Upper Peninsula schools
participating in the agreement are Bay College, Gogebic Community College,
Lake Superior State University and Northern Michigan University.

The institutions’ presidents hope the agreement will address three issues in
particular: undocumented learning, increasing and promoting associate
degree completion for transfer students, and encouraging students to
continue on to a bachelor’'s degree.

Tracy Krumm'’s sculptures—both
reminiscent of tools from the past
and metaphors for the modern
world—pose these questions in
physical form.

Her work embraces traditional
“‘domestic” and gender-specific
techniques, like crochet and
blacksmithing, but her materials are

transformed into conceptual
explorations of feminism, popular
culture, personal history and identity.
Carol Lambert, 76, a resident of
nearby Hubbell, Mich., has been
working with yarn for over 50 years.
Family members supply her raw
materials, such as discarded
sweaters and blankets, which Carol
then disassembles and unravels to
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create knitted shapes. Lambert calls
these shapes, which are inspired by
bound clotheslines, “hotdogs.”

For this exhibit, Krumm
incorporated a number of Lambert’s
unwrapped shapes into interlaced
and knotted textile structures using
over a mile of handmade ropes,
which she makes by twining, finger
knitting, and finger crochet.

The pieces are held in space,
affected by gravity and/or tension,
and they play with our ideas about
how textiles—and the flexible linear
materials they are made from—
perform in the realm of the language
we use to describe them, referring to
words like drape, stretch, bind,
weave and interlock.

Several of Krumm’s metal
sculptures will also be exhibited.

Krumm has a master of fine arts in
sculpture from the Vermont College
of the Arts and a bachelor of fine arts
in textiles from the California College
of Arts and Crafts.

She is an assistant professor in
the fiber department at the Kansas
City Art Institute, where she also
teaches classes for the community
arts and service-learning program
and continues her studio practice.

Krumm’s first major exhibition was
in 1988 as part of the Young
Americans show at the American
Craft Museum in New York City (now
the Museum of Art and Design).
Since then, her work has been
included in more than 120 exhibitions
across the country and in Europe,
including the 1996 International
Betonac Prize exhibition in Sint-
Truiden, Belgium, which also toured
for two years, and the 2004
International Triennial of Tapestry
exhibition in Lodz, Poland.

Krumm'’s work is included in
hundreds of individual and private
collections, including the collections
of Ford Motor Company,

He
began to re-interpret them, breathing

into the stories new life and creating
an in-depth recollection of a time-
gone-by.

Jaehnig developed the book’s
story over a year-and-a-half,
spending an additional six months
creating the illustrations. The book’s
medium is water and sumi-e ink (a
black ink that has little to no shine
when dry) on illustration board.

When asked what inspires him to
create art, aside from family, Jaehnig
says, “| have always loved making
images to fill empty spaces on walls,
using images to tell stories, and
using my ability to create a piece of
art that can tell what I'm feeling or
interested in at that exact time.”

In the forward to his book, Jaehnig
expresses particular thanks to Yueh-
Mei Cheng, professor of fine arts at
Finlandia, and the donor of the
scholarship. “She has been a
teacher, a mentor, and friend,” he
says of Cheng. “She has pushed me
to make my ideas happen, has given
me the encouragement, and shared
her wisdom to help me help myself.”
