Using Google Scholar for Finding Full Text/Complete Journal Articles 

Decide whether using Google Scholar is RIGHT for your assignment….
PROS: 
· Discover journal articles NOT held by the Maki Library. You can request a copy via interlibrary loan. Use Filter of ‘Include Citations’ after searching. 
· Access full text electronic journal articles held by the Maki Library and Open Access Journals via Google Scholar and your network (Empower/Canvas) log-in . Do NOT select ‘Include Citations’ to only view Full Text articles after searching. 
CONS:
· Doesn’t include Maki Library owned: eBooks, reports, trade journals, reference entries (dictionaries and encyclopedias), book reviews, letters to editors, newspaper articles, etc. 
· More Time Consuming-VERY basic filters and limiters for sorting through the search results
· NO citations included
· Still need to log-in to access full text
· Open Access Journal articles are also in the library’s catalog, which offers more tailored search options and a wider range of resources

1st Step: Open the Menu 
‘My Library’ refers to documents you want to keep track of from Google Scholar. It’s NOT related to the Maki Library! You will see ‘My Library’ in databases as well, for the same purpose. 
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Advanced Search is Available through the Menu ONLY


2nd Step: Go to Settings





[image: ]	4th Step: Search for ‘Finlandia University’ in the searchbox, then check the box and SAVE . 
3rd Step: Choose Library Links

The second article is not available in full text form via the Maki Library but can be requested via interlibrary loan (borrowing from another library).
This last article is from an Open Access journal, meaning you don’t need a subscription to access it. Open Access journal articles are discoverable via the library catalog too.
