The internship will include accommodation while at Ponsse North America in
Rhinelander, plus accommodation and 2 daily meals while at Ponsse Plc in
Vierema, Finland. In addition, the student will receive a stipend from the Einari
Vidgrén Foundation to assist with travel and living expenses.

The ideal candidate will be a junior or senior majoring in international business,
marketing, management, or accounting. Qualified candidates in other majors will
also be given consideration. The ideal candidate will have excellent academic
credentials including a GPA of 3.0 or higher, demonstrated leadership ability,
and the ability to handle the responsibilities of the internship in a professional
manner. Finally, the intern will need to be able to work and live in a cross-cultural
environment.
